2.1. The Contractor shall have the right:
2.1.1.  to discretionally organise the educational process and establish evaluation systems and interim
examination forms and procedures;



2.1.2.  to reward and discipline the Student according to the legislation of the Russian Federation, the
constituent documents of the Contractor, the terms of this Agreement, and the local regulations of the Contractor.

2.1.3.  torequire the Contractor and the Student to fulfill the obligations under this Agreement, the Charter,
and the other local regulations of the Contractor, in particular, require compensation for any damage inflicted by the
Student upon the property of the Contractor.

2.2. The Customer shall have the right:

2.2.1. to receive information from the Contractor regarding the organisation and proper provision of
the services specified in section 1 of this Agreement;

2.2.2.  to receive information on the academic achievements and conduct of the Student and the general
attitude of the Student towards studies and selected disciplines, upon request.

2.3. The Student is granted academic rights under Section 1 of Article 34 of Federal Law No 273-FZ “On
Education in the Russian Federation” of December 29, 2012.

The Student shall have the right:

2.3.1.  to receive information from the Contractor regarding the organisation and proper provision of the
services specified in section 1 of this Agreement;

2.3.2.  to use the property of the Contractor necessary for completing the programme according to the local
regulations of the Contractor;

2.3.3.  to participate in social, cultural, health-promoting, and other events organised by the Contractor in
the manner specified in the local regulations of the Contractor;

2.3.4.  to receive complete and accurate information on the evaluation of the knowledge, skills, and
competencies of the Student and the criteria for such evaluation;

2.3.5.  to resume studies after the expulsion from the University before the completion of the programme
on the initiative of the Student within five years after such expulsion, provided there are places available, with the
preservation of the conditions of training (specialisation, type of programme, and year), but not before the completion
of the year (semester), in which the Student was expelled. The procedure and the conditions for resuming the studies
at the University by the Student expelled on the initiative of the administration are governed by the local regulations
of the University.

2.3.6. to apply to the Contractor regarding introducing changes to the terms and conditions of this
Agreement, should the Student acquire the citizenship of the Russian Federation.

2.4. The Contractor, the Customer, and the Student shall have the rights specified in the law of the Russian
Federation on education and the local regulations of the Contractor.

2.5. The Contractor shall:

2.5.1.  enroll the Student, who has met the conditions for enrolment in a Bachelor's degree programme,
which are specified in the laws of the Russian Federation and the constituent documents and regulations of the

2.5.4. ensure the compliance with the conditions specified in the Programme selected by the Student;
2.5.5. receive tuition fees from the Student and/or the Customer;
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2.5.6.  ensure respect for human dignity, protection against any physical or psychological violence, or
personal injury, and ensure life and health protection;

2.5.7.  reserve the Student's place in the programme, should the Student miss classes with sufficient excuse
supported by relevant documents (if the services specified in Section I of this Agreement have been paid for in full);

2.5.8.  provide information on tuition fees on the Contractor's official website www.kantiana.ru promptly
and in the manner required by law;

2.5.9. notify the Customer and/or the Student by publishing relevant information on the Contractor's
official website www.kantiana.ru at least 15 days before the payment is due (specified in the paragraph 3.5),
should the cost of services specified in Section | of this Agreement or the bank details of the Contractor change;

2.5.10. provide the foreign citizen enrolled in a full-time programme with accommodation at the University's
Hall of Residence according to the terms and conditions of a separate tenancy agreement and the University's local
regulations, if such accommodation is available;

2.5.11. assist the Student in obtaining visas for studying in Russia, traveling home, and traveling within the
Russian Federation under the needs of the training process.

2.5.12. meet other obligations imposed by the laws of the Russian Federation.

2.6. The Customer and/or the Student shall:

2.6.1.  make prompt payments for the services specified in Section | of this Agreement, in the amount and
under the procedure specified in this Agreement, and promptly provide payment documents confirming the transfer
of payment;

2.6.10. inthe event of a refusal to receive the educational service, immediately submit a written notice to the
University in the form of an application for expulsion. Should the Student fail to submit an application for expulsion
under the procedure specified in this paragraph, the contractual relations between the parties are deemed effectual
and the University continues to provide the educational service in an orderly manner.

2.7. The Customer shall:

2.7.1.  submit the documents required for the enrolment of the Student in the programme within 3 (three)
working days from the date of the conclusion of the Agreement;

2.7.2.  take independent action to get familiar with orders, regulations, and other documents published on
the official website of the Contractor and the information boards of the Contractor (the Institute);

2.7.3. ensure and monitor the Student's attendance according to the schedule;

2.7.4.  report to the Admission and Attestation Commission of the Contractor for concluding an additional
agreement to this Agreement, should the Student decide to apply for an academic leave or an individual schedule;

2.7.5.  show respect for the academic staff and other persons employed by the Contractor;

2.7.6.  fulfill other obligations specified in the legislation of the Russian Federation.

2.8. The Student shall:

2.8.1.  carry out all types of group and individual work specified in the curriculum, including practical

2.8.2. attend examinations, tests, and other forms of control in the framework of intermediate and final
assessments within the periods specified in the schedule;

2.8.4. observe the provisions of the Charter, the work and study rules, and other local regulations of the
Contractor, rules of academic conduct, and generally accepted norms of behaviour, in particular, show respect for
the academic staff and the other employees of the Contractor, and other Students and honour their dignity;

2.8.5.  notto create obstacles to obtaining an education by other Students;

2.8.6.  take independent action to get familiar with orders, regulations, and other documents published on
the official website of the Contractor and the information boards of the Contractor (the Institute);

2.8.7. in case of termination of the educational relations on their initiative to notify the Contractor about it
in advance;

2.8.8.  within one (1) day after arrival in the Kaliningrad region from another country or another region of
the Russian Federation, to come to the visa office (Office Ne114) for migration registration;

2.8.9. in the terms established by local regulatory enactments, to submit documents for a visa invitation
for the category "education";

2.8.10. fulfill other obligations specified in the legislation of the Russian Federation.

2.9. The Contractor shall be under no obligation:

2.9.1. toinsure the life of the Student or the Student's personal belongings, to provide health insurance, and
to compensate for the loss or damage inflicted upon the personal belongings of the Student, if such damage has not
been caused by the fault of the Contractor;

2.9.2.  to cover the costs of the Student's traveling to the Russian Federation or the home country, costs of
their visas and registration, or their traveling within the Russian Federation;

2.9.3.  toaward a scholarship to or provide financial support to the Student;

2.9.4.  to cover the costs associated with the stay of the Student's family or other persons invited by the
Student in the Russian Federation or providing them with accommaodation;

2.9.5.  to cover legal or other costs associated with the Student's violation of the civil, administrative, or
civil laws of the Russian Federation.

I1l. TUITION FEES

3.1 The total cost of educational services for the Student's entire period of study, on the date of signing
of this Agreement, i s

The cost of one semester amounts to half of the cost of one academic year.

An increase in the cost of educational services is not allowed, except for an increase in the cost taking into
account the level of inflation provided by the main characteristics of the Federal budget for the next financial year
and planning period.

3.2.  Tuition fees for subsequent academic years taking into account the level of inflation are determined by
the local act of the Contractor every year before the start of the academic year and communicated to the Customer
by posting information on the official website of the Contractor.

3.3. At the end of the academic year by August 01, the Customer must conclude an additional agreement
with the Contractor that determines the cost of educational services for the next academic year, taking into account
the inflation rate provided by the main characteristics of the Federal budget for the next financial year and planning
period.

While maintaining educational relations, not signing an additional agreement to increase the cost of
educational services, carried out under the Paragraph 3 of Article 54 of the Federal law of 29.12.12 No. 273-®3 "On
Education in the Russian Federation™, is not a reason for exemption from increasing the payment for educational
services.

3.4. The Customer has the right to pay for educational services in a single payment in full (for the entire
period of study) or part of the study period at the current price at the time of payment.

3.5. Tuition is paid for semesters. The Customer is obliged to pay for the services provided by the
Contractor in the following terms:

- within 10 days after the enrollment — for students enrolled in the 1st year — for the first semester of
the academic year;



- no later than September 20 — for those who are studying in the second and subsequent years for the first
semester of each academic year;

- no later than February 20 — for the second semester of each academic year for all students;

- within 7 calendar days from the date of conclusion of the Contract based on the issued order —
for all persons who are enrolled or reinstated by the Contractor during the academic year.

3.6. Payment is made by transferring funds to the Contractor's cash register or by Bank transfer to the ac-
count specified in section VIII of this agreement, or via the electronic payment system at www.kantiana.ru/learn-
ers/payment-system/.

Within the territory of the Russian Federation, the payment shall be made in Russian rubles, outside the
Russian Federation the payment can be made in foreign currency to the Contractor's foreign currency account
specified in Appendix Nel to this Agreement.

3.7.  The Customer and (or) the Student is considered to have fulfilled their obligation to pay for educational
services from the moment of receipt of funds, in the amount and within the period outlined in this Agreement.

3.8. During the period of academic leave, payment for educational services is not charged, and after leaving
the academic leave, payment is made under the terms of the Agreement and at the rates of payment in force at the
time of the academic leave of absence.

3.9. In case of early termination of the Agreement, the tuition fee is refunded after deducting expenses
incurred for the fulfilled part of the Agreement, based on an official note from the Institute. The refund is made
to the Customer or their representative based on a notarized power of attorney. If the Customer is a legal
entity, notarization of the power of attorney is not needed. The funds are returned after the issuance of the order
on the Student's expulsion based on the Customer's application for a refund within a month from the date of
submission of the application.

3.10. The cost of additional services provided by the Contractor to the Student, including those related
to living in the Contractor's dormitory, is not included in the cost of services provided by Section | of this Agreement
and is paid additionally.

3.11. For violation of terms of payment for tuition fee, including phased payment set in the Sub-
paragraph 3.5. of this Agreement, the Customer shall pay the Contractor a penalty of 1/300 of the refinancing
rate of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation of the amounts due for payment for each day of delay.

AV AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

4.1. The terms and conditions of this Agreement may be changed by mutual consent of the Parties or under
the legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.2.  This Agreement may be terminated by mutual consent of the Parties.

4.3. This Agreement may be terminated on the initiative of the Contractor unilaterally as in the cases
specified in Paragraph 21 of the rules relating to the provision of paid educational services approved by decision of
the Government of the Russian Federation on August 15, 2013, No. 706:

4.3.1. the use of expulsion as a disciplinary measure applied to the Student who has reached the age of 15;

4.3.2. the Student's failure to meet the obligations associated with completing the educational programme (part
of the educational programme) and the curriculum;

4.3.3. the violation of the procedure of admission to an educational institution, which resulted, due to the
Student’s fault, in the illegal enrolment of the Student at the educational institution;

4.3.4. delay in the payment of tuition fees;

4.3.5. the impossibility to perform the obligations in respect of fee-based educational services as a result of
the Student's action/inaction, including the absence in class, violation of the students’ internal curriculum, failure to
fulfill the duty of a foreign citizen to submit documents for a timely migration registration and to extend the visa if
necessary, etc.

The unilateral termination of this Agreement by the Contractor shall entail the expulsion of the Student.

4.4. This Agreement is subject to early termination in various circumstances, including:

44.1. on the initiative of the Student or the Student's parents (legal representatives), if the Student is
a minor, including cases of the Student wishing to continue education at a different educational institution;

4.4.2. on the initiative of the Contractor in the cases specified in Paragraph 4.3 of this Agreement.

44.3. due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the Student or the Student's parents (legal

representatives), if the Student is a minor, including in the event of the liquidation of the Contractor.
4.5. the Contractor shall have the right to refuse to perform the obligations under this Agreement on
the condition that the Contractor compensates the Student for the losses.
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4.6. The Student shall have the right to refuse to execute this Agreement on the condition that the
Student compensates the Contractor for the expenses actually incurred.

V. THE LIABILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR, THE CUSTOMER, AND THE STUDENT

5.1. The Parties shall be liable for the failure to perform or improper performance of their obligations
under this Agreement under the legislation of the Russian Federation.

5.2. Should a fault in the educational service be detected or should it not be provided to the extent specified
in the educational programme (part of the educational programme), the Customer shall have the right to demand at
the Customer's option:

5.2.1. the gratuitous provision of the educational service;
5.2.2. a proportional reduction in the cost of the educational service provided;
5.2.3. compensation for the expenses incurred in remedying the faults of the educational service

provided, by the Customer or by third parties.

5.3. The Customer shall have the right to refuse to execute this Agreement and demand compensation for the
losses, should the Contractor fail to remedy the faults of the educational services within 30 days. The Customer
shall have the right to refuse to execute this Agreement, should a major fault in the educational service provided or
any significant deviation from the terms of conditions be detected.

5.4. Should the Contractor violate the terms of provision of educational service (terms of beginning and/or
end of provision of educational service and/or intermediate terms of provision of educational service) or if during
provision of educational service it becomes apparent that it will not be provided in due time, the Customer has the

right to:

5.4.1. set a new deadline for the Contractor, within which the Contractor shall commence the provision
and/or completion of the educational service;

5.4.2. commission third parties to provide the educational service at a reasonable price and demand that
the Contractor compensate for the expenses incurred,;

5.4.3. demand that the cost of the tuition fee be reduced;

54.4. terminate the Agreement.

5.5. The Customer shall have the right to demand that the Contractor compensates for the losses associated
with the failure to meet the time limit for the commencement or completion of providing fee-based educational
service and with the faults in the educational services.

VI. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT
6.1. This Agreement shall come into force as of the date of signing by the Parties and shall remain in effect
until the Parties will have performed their obligations hereunder in full, or until the expulsion of the Student from
the University under Paragraph 6.2 of this Agreement.
6.2. This Agreement shall be suspended during the Student's academic leave and an additional agreement shall
be concluded based on an application from the Student.

VII. FINAL PROVISIONS

7.1. The Contractor shall have the right to reduce the tuition fee under this Agreement, should the Student
demonstrate academic or research excellence or need social support. The grounds for and the procedure of reducing
the tuition fee are established by local regulation of the Contractor and are brought to the attention of the Student.

7.2. The information provided in this Agreement corresponds to the information published on the official
website of the Contractor as of the date of this Agreement.

7.3. The period of the provision of the educational service (the period of study) is the time interval from the
date of issuing the order on the Student's enrolment at the educational institution to the date of the issue of the order
of the completion of training or the expulsion of the Student from the educational institution.

7.4. After the issue of the university enrollment order, the Student will receive an e-mail in the university
system Kantiana, where among other things they will get all information and copies of documents to read and other
forms of notification via the Internet. Information on the terms of this agreement is sent to the Student by e-mail.

The Student shall be deemed to be duly notified within 5 days from the date of sending the documents to
the e-mail address of the Student.

7.5. This Agreement has been drawn up in ( ) copies in Russian and English, one copy for each
Party. All copies of this Agreement have equal legal force. In the event of any dispute as to the interpretation of
these terms and conditions, the Russian version shall be taken as an authentic one. Any amendments to this



Agreement shall be made in writing exclusively and signed by authorised representatives of the Parties.
7.6. All amendments to this Agreement constitute additional agreements to this Agreement.
