Neben Rabatten bei
Wellness-Urlauben und Mitgliedschaften in Fitnesscentern werden den Mitarbeitern mobile
Massagen, Gesundheitsschecks, tagliche Obstkorbe und Betriebsausflige mit sportlichem
Schwerpunkt geboten. Das Engagement zahlt sich aus: ,,Die Krankenstdnde haben sich um 15 %
verringert®, sagt Gustav Soucek von der UPC Telekabel.

Zweifellos 1ist die korperliche Fitness jedes einzelnen wichtig. Aber wenn das
Arbeitsumfeld nicht stimmt und Mitarbeiter an klassischen psychosomatischen Symptomen wie
chronische Kopfschmerzen oder Schlafstérungen leiden, 16sen Fitnesscenter auch nicht die
Probleme.

Lisez, traduisez et racontez le texte

Installés sur un canapé, Jerome Charyn et Daniel Pennac bavardent tranquillement. Le
premier publie un livre, le second est venu par amitié. Ils s'échangent des lectures, parlent
traduction, font le tour du propriétaire pour raccrocher les morceaux éparpillés par le temps...
IIs se sont rencontrés il y a quinze ans. Depuis, méme s'ils se voient peu, ils ne se quittent plus.
Leurs points communs? L'amour de la langue. L'envie de raconter des histoires, de filer la
métaphore. Le plaisir des personnages et des embardées dramatiques. L'écriture qui glisse de
virgules en anecdotes et qui colle au bitume des grandes villes, 1a ou se joue la partition de leurs
aventures policiéres.

A Manhattan et a Belleville. Deux effervescences plantées au coeur d'une métropole. Deux
quartiers qui charrient des couleurs et des sons, déployant leurs intrigues polyphoniques au
sommet des gratte-ciel ou a l'abri des portes cocheres.
Isaac Sidel arpente New York, Benjamin Malausséne loge a Paris. Le flic et le bouc émissaire.
Fréres de mots, fils conducteurs, héros familiers. Le premier joue l'ascension verticale: de la
grisaille du commissariat, il va passer aux ors de 1'hotel de ville et, bient6t, a ceux de la Maison-
Blanche. Le second se déplace a I'horizontale: d'un emploi dans un grand magasin a un poste dans
une maison d'édition. Mais ni 1'un ni l'autre ne peut vivre sans sa famille. Sidel I'écarte pour
grimper un a un les barreaux de I'échelle sociale, quitte a se faire bouffer par le remords et par un
ver solitaire qu'il mettra des années a vaincre; Malausséne couve les siens et s'attire tous les
emmerdements de la terre.

La littérature ne doit pas compter beaucoup d'écrivains dont le cousinage soit aussi évident.
Les lieux, les histoires, le style, tout semble lier Jerome Charyn (New York, 1937) et Daniel
Pennac (Casablanca, 1944). Quand I'un parle, c'est tout l'univers de 'autre qui surgit. Et, méme si
I'on quitte les rivages romanesques, on se retrouve en terrain commun. Jerome Charyn donne des
cours de cinéma; Daniel Pennac a longtemps enseigné le frangais. L'Américain a réalisé plusieurs
bédés avec Boucq et Loustal; le Francais a commis La Débauche avec Jacques Tardi. Le New-
Yorkais adore Chester Himes et Pulp Fiction, le Parisien signe ce choix des deux mains. Seule
différence a ce jour: le ping-pong. L'homme de Manhattan en est passionné, celui de Belleville ne
pique pas une balle: «Jerome est le seul écrivain que je connaisse a faire de cette tranquille activité
le sport le plus dangereux du monde.» Pardon, messieurs, mais lI'heure tourne, il va falloir songer a
se concentrer un peu sur le plat du jour, merci. «Cela fait tres plaisir de retrouver Isaac Sidel, lance
alors Daniel Pennac. Ce qu'il y a de fascinant dans cette saga, c'est la fagon dont Jerome inscrit la
mythologie dans le parcours de ses personnages. lls cherchent tous la baleine blanche et trouvent
la baleine noire.»

Rue du Petit-Ange est la huitiéme aventure du personnage de Charyn. Ce flic un peu
jaloux, un peu flingueur et trés humain est né aux Etats-Unis en 1975 (alors que le héros de
Pennac voit le jour en 1985). Deux ans plus tard, grace au flair de Marcel Duhamel, alors patron
de la Série noire, Isaac Sidel débarque en France en rafale: Marilyn la Dingue, Zyeux-Bleus et
Kermesse a Manhattan. Une trilogie new-yorkaise qui fait grand bruit. Saluant I'auteur, Michel
Lebrun, romancier et historien du polar, écrit dans son Almanach du crime 1980: «C'est un Pagnol
juif de Brooklyn qui aurait eu Groucho Marx pour professeur a la Horse Feathers University et
pour condisciples Mel Brooks et Woody Allen.»

Cette fois, le héros de Manhattan, qui n'en fait qu'a sa téte et ne jure que par son pistolet
Glock, s'appréte a prendre son poste de maire de New York. Mais, a quelques jours de son
intronisation, il doit encore se coltiner des meurtres de SDF, un réseau de prostitution venu
d'Europe de I'Est, des truands accros au tennis de table, une reine du surin et un ancien «amour-
toujours» nommé Margaret Tolstoi. Isaac Sidel est un romantique qui bute.

«Sidel est le symbole du réve américain: il passe d'un commissariat de quartier a la téte de
I'Etat, explique Jerome Charyn. Mais, surtout, sa vie s'apparente a un voyage dans le monde du

banditisme. Je suis d'accord avec James Ellroy quand il dit que I'histoire américaine se confond
avec l'histoire du crime.»

Bien qu'il ait quitté¢ 1'Education nationale il y a quelques années, Daniel Pennac conserve
un souffle de pédagogie. Il aime parler, analyser, expliquer. Il aime surtout donner a aimer. Ce qui
tombe bien quand il s'agit d'évoquer un romancier qu'il apprécie. «L'écriture de Jerome dépasse la
simple habileté stylistique, car elle puise dans plusieurs registres. Il y a ces phrases qui semblent
psalmodiées et fondées sur une rythmique talmudique. C'est le lyrisme juif. Il y a ces personnages
qui ne se contentent jamais de leur patronyme et que tout le monde affuble d'un surnom différent.
Cela crée un effet poétique, comme dans les romans russes. Et puis il y a cette musique propre a
Jerome, qui parvient a transformer un banal garde du corps en authentique ange gardien. Le
lecteur est alors entrainé dans un grand fleuve lyrique qui brasse ces trois univers: juif, russe et
américain.»

Jerome Charyn écoute, hoche la téte, sourit. «Quand j'écris, je cherche la musique,
souligne-t-il entre deux pauses "pennaciennes", ce qui n'est pas facile. C'est une sensation étrange
et mystérieuse pour moi. Je suis trés attentif aux espaces entre les phrases, méme si cela est
compliqué a expliquer a quelqu'un qui n'écrit pas. Mais chez Benjamin Malausséne aussi je trouve
de la musique. Ce n'est pas forcément I'histoire qui nous rapproche, mais le parfum, les vapeurs du
récit.» [...]

El calentamiento global

En el Salon de la Tecnologia de Las Vegas (CES), una de las mayores ferias mundiales del
sector, los inventos destinados a combatir el calentamiento global obtuvieron la mayor atencion.
Empresas tecnologicas presentaron en el encuentro de este afio posibles soluciones a un problema
que va en aumento, teniendo en cuenta que 2023 fue el aio mas caluroso jamas registrado.
La compaiiia americana Genesis Systems mostrd una maquina rectangular del tamafio de un
aparato de aire acondicionado capaz de extraer agua potable del aire, incluso en zonas donde
la humedad no supera el 10%. El empresario afirmé que en la atmosfera de la Tierra hay miles de
millones de toneladas de agua, y debido al cambio climatico, la cantidad de vapor de agua que
proviene de la evaporacion de la superficie aumentara atin mas en la atmosfera. Uno de los
problemas de este aparato es el precio: cuesta al menos 19.000 dodlares.
Otras compafiias, como la start-up francesa MolluScanun, aprovecharon la convencion para
presentar innovaciones destinadas a proteger el medioambiente. Dicha start-up mostr6 sus almejas
y mejillones conectados a electrodos que detectan la contaminacion acuatica de una forma mas
sencilla. 'y  rapida que los tradicionales  analisis de muestras de  agua.
También en el ambito de la contaminacidon acudtica, otra empresa entre cuyos inversores S€
encuentran estrellas de Hollywood expuso una tecnologia de filtrado para capturar
los microplasticos liberados por las lavadoras en las aguas residuales.
Por otra parte, la start-up estadounidense Ambient Photonics present6 un panel solar capaz de
generar energia a partir de la iluminacion interior, lo que eliminaria el uso de las baterias en
numerosos aparatos electronicos. “Los dispositivos electronicos conectados necesitan energia
continua, que con demasiada frecuencia proviene de baterias desechables o recargables”, declard
Bates Marshall, director general de la compaiiia.

El gigante surcoreano de las telecomunicaciones SK Group dedicod a su vez su estand a
promover tecnologias respetuosas con el entorno, mostrando a los visitantes un futuro con trenes
de hidrégeno o vehiculos guiados por inteligencia artificial.
Otras innovaciones dentro del campo de la sostenibilidad que se han presentado han sido desde un
sustituto biodegradable para plasticos con un 85% de materiales reciclados hasta un asistente de
cocina con inteligencia artificial para reducir el consumo de energia en los dispositivos del hogar.
Se han podido ver también maquinas para lavar vasos que utilizan agua a 65 grados, eliminando el
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99% de las bacterias, y un dispositivo para los refrigeradores inteligentes que analiza la entrada de
comestibles 'y proporciona recomendaciones para evitar el desperdicio alimentario.
Una de las industrias que mas agua utiliza es el sector cosmético, de manera que para ahorrar
este bien escaso, se ha presentado una regadera para cabello que utiliza aire y tecnologia
de fragmentacion hidraulica para ahorrar hasta un 69% de agua en el proceso de fabricacion.
La startup francesa Neoplants asegura haber creado una planta que puede limpiar el aire 30 veces
mas eficazmente que una planta de interior estandar absorbiendo los contaminantes y
transforméandolos en materia vegetal.

Cada vez son mas las empresas que invierten en innovacion sostenible para tratar de frenar
el cambio climatico.
